Accelerated Reader (AR) SECOND Quarter Student Guide

Reading is such an important skill and habit to develop for life.  And, in seventh grade, we want you to read a lot and to enjoy what you’re reading.  AR should not be a hassle for you, but rather, something you look forward to doing.  

What does AR look like in Seventh Grade?

In second quarter, you will need to read ONE nonfiction book, ONE award winning book, and TWO books of your choice by the due dates listed below.
Special notes: 
* For all of the books, you will need to do an AR quiz. 

*If one of your books does not have an AR quiz, please see your teacher to get an alternate assignment.   

*All fiction books must be five points or higher.  If you wish to read a book with a lower point value, please ask your teacher for approval. Or, if you want to read a book that is 10 points or higher, please talk to your teacher—there may be some alternate options available to you.
*All nonfiction books must be approved by your Comm. Arts teachers (as they are of varying point values and reading levels).  As a general guide, nonfiction AR books should be at least one point and at least at a 5.0 reading level. 
Points Received Based on AR Test Score:

If you choose to take an AR test, you will be scored as follows:

100%-70% = 50 points 

69%-60% = 30 points

59% or below = 0 points

Option for Make-Up:

If you bomb your AR test (59% or below), you have the option to earn back up to 25 points by completing a Reader Responder Review (RRR) by the cut-off date.  You must come see me right after you test to let me know that you plan on completing the RRR.  
**Please remember that Accelerated Reader is only a portion of your grade.  You have other points adding to your overall grade.**
